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Introduction

Change is inevitable. The only question is whether we try to channel it into desired pathways
or let it take its own course. With this in mind, the Big Park Regional Coordinating Council
decided to create a process that would involve the entire community and which would,
hopefully, lead to the creation of a VISION which might help guide the direction of future
change.

Big Park is a planning area within the unincorporated part of Yavapai County in Arizona. It has

a full-time population of approximately 6,200 and, additionally, a large number of 2"¢ home

owners (estimated at more than 40% of the total). Part of the greater Sedona area, it consists

of approximately 50 residential groupings (HOAq
179) around which one finds most of its small businesses. AZ 179 runs through some of the

most beautiful scenery in the United States and was recently designated as an All American

Highway.

The Council has no authorities of its own, with all authorities coming from the County. It
serves as a voice of the community in making recommendations to the County and other
jurisdictions and is staffed and run completely by volunteers. Clearly, upon engaging in this
task, it was understood that the implementation of any outcomes would require substantial
community buy-in.

More than 80 volunteers were engaged over many months in developing the questionnaire that
was widely distributed to the community. It was published in the local newspaper, The
Villager, which goes to every mailing address (homes, businesses and postal boxes) in the
community. It was posted on the Council web-site, and copies were made available at
strategic locations throughout the Village. In addition, all of the Council representatives
distributed information to members of the organizations that they represent. Arrangements
were made for people to respond directly on the web site, via Email, via the US Postal Service
or by use of drop-off boxes located throughout the Village area.

Approximately 300 questionnaires were completed. Most of these represented families, rather
than individuals T we estimate that the responses represent input from more than 500 people.
The guestionnaire contained questions for which narrative responses were required as well as
numerical ratings. Virtually all of the latter were followed by questions asking for elaboration of
the numbers.

The information contained in this report is a summary of responses to each of the questions.
The amount of data was overwhelming. Consequently, teams of volunteers worked diligently
to categorize and summarize the individual responses and to put the data into reasonably
digestible form. What follows is that summary.

This is only the beginning i the raw data to work on. The next steps will involve major efforts
at communicating the data to the entire community and a series of processes to get community
involvement in creating a VISION and extracting from the material any guidelines for the future.
Once this is done, an even more challenge task lies ahead - how to make it happen.
